The judging panel will be looking for evidence of the following in the application:

(b) Local people actively involved in the project or work.  

(c) A long lasting benefit to the community in which the work is undertaken.  

(d) A record of positive results and achievements.  

(e) The potential for the project or work to be replicated in other communities.  

(f) The promotion of working together.  

(g) Long and exceptional commitment towards the community.  

(h) Demonstration of inspiring qualities and a great role model to the wider community.
